He received his Ph.D. from the Ohio State University (Columbus, USA) in 2004 where he specialized in modern Japanese literature and literary criticism.
	Research: Dr. Angles’ specializes in modern and contemporary Japanese literature, with an emphasis on gender, LGBTQ+, and translation studies. Much of his scholarship, including the 2011 book Writing the Love of Boys, examined Japanese authors who challenge heteronormative expectations and question gender roles. In more recent years, his work has turned to examinations of monstrosity in literature and film. What do monsters tell us about social fears, anxieties, and hopes for the future?
